Where can I find the Wellness on Wheels (WOW) Van schedule?
The Wellness on Wheels (WOW) Van schedule can be found on the monthly calendar: http://mn-wrightcounty.civicplus.com/calendar. Public Health Nurses (RNs) provide health services, education, and numerous community resources. Reduced cost services include: Immunizations to all ages (CALL for pricing and eligibility details), FREE blood pressure checks, Hemoglobin A1C-Hemoglobin-Diabetes-Cholesterol screenings, Mantoux tests, FREE pregnancy testing, and Car Seat Checks. Also available is dental fluoride application, radon test kits, and well testing kits. Education available regarding health concerns, child development, healthy lifestyles, and more.

Where can I purchase a radon test kit?
Wright County Public Health is selling radon test kits at a reduced price to Wright County residents. Short-term test kits are $5 when purchased from Wright County Public Health. Who do I contact regarding birth control?
Wright County Public Health has a confidential family planning program. Free pregnancy tests: education and condoms; clinic visits and birth control provide at low or no cost. Call 763-684-8424.

Who do I call if I think my child (birth - age 2) may have special needs?
Referrals can be made by calling 866-693-4769.

Who do I call if I have no insurance and need to go to a doctor?
· St. Mary's Clinics are free and will discuss your finances. Call 651-287-7777 to schedule an appointment at one of their many clinics.
· Mid Minnesota Family Practice Center in St. Cloud will discuss your finances and is free if you qualify. Call 320-240-3157 or 800-575-2982 for an appointment.
· Minute-clinic charges lower cost flat rates or can bill some insurances. Call 952-929-1233 for information to their sites. No appointment is necessary.

Where can I get a free or low cost mammogram or pap screening?
The Sage program by the Minnesota Department of Health provides free breast and cervical cancer screening plus follow-up services to eligible women. Women should be age 40 or older; uninsured or underinsured; income within our guidelines. Exceptions may be made for younger women with a family history of breast cancer. Call 888-643-2584 to make an appointment with a participating local clinic.
