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Why do I need Jesus?
1. The word sin is an archery term meaning to miss the mark.  The arrow is man, and the mark is God’s holiness (perfection).  Because of man’s sin, he misses the mark (goal), which is God’s holiness.  Therefore, man’s sin separates him from God.  Romans 3:23 “All of us have sinned and fallen short of God’s glory”
2. The wages or results of sin are death (hell) and eternal separation from God.  Romans 6:23 “For the wages of sin is death”
3. Although man is a sinner and the result of sin is death, Christ carried all man’s sin and its consequence on the cross.  Romans 5:8 “But God showed how much He loved us by having Christ die for us, even though we were sinful”
4. The benefit of Christ’s ultimate sacrifice on the cross is the forgiveness of sin and the gift of eternal life.  Romans 6:23  “. . . but the gift of God is eternal life”
How To Receive Jesus

If you acknowledged your need for Jesus and His forgiveness of your sin, bow your head and pray the following ABC Salvation Prayer:

A – Admit  - I am a sinner and need forgiveness.

B – Believe – Jesus Christ died on the cross and rose from His grave.

C – Confess – You are Lord of my life and I ask You to come into my heart.

Ephesians 2:8 “You were saved by faith in God, who treats us much better than we deserve.  This is God’s gift to you, and not anything you have done on your own.”

Bridging the Gap – Guidelines for Leading Someone to Christ
The Bridging the Gap Conference is designed to give women an opportunity to know Jesus Christ and encourage women in their walk with Him.

As a part of the Prayer Team, we have a special privilege of praying with women and introducing them to Jesus Christ.  Here are some helpful guidelines as you prepare to lead someone to salvation:

1. Have a bible with you or close by.

2. Introduce yourself and get her name.

3. Ask her if she has ever accepted Jesus as her personal Savior before.

4. Ask her if she understands why she needs to be saved or what it means to accept Jesus.

5. Use a simple guideline such as Rock Solid’s “Why do I need Jesus?”  When using bible verses, look it up and show her what you are reading.

6. Ask her if she wants to pray and receive Christ as her Savior.

7. Again, use a simple guideline such as the ABC Prayer.  Lead her in prayer, and keep it simple.

8. After closing in prayer, encourage her to keep walking with Jesus by reading the Word, praying each day, and getting connected to a Bible believing church.

9. Give her a follow up letter that will be provided.

Things to keep in mind:

1. Our focus should always remain on leading women to Jesus Christ for the answers to their needs.

2. Remember to use a bible and let her “see it for herself.”  This helps to reinforce how important God’s Word is to her life.  It also shows that you aren’t just making something up and that our salvation is based upon scripture.

3. Avoid Christian-ese or large doctrinal vocabulary.  Speak at her level of understanding.

4. Remember, you are teaching when you pray.  Pray at her level of understanding and demonstrate to her how to pray.  (You don’t have to give her instructions on how to pray; you are modeling prayer for her.)

5. If she asks you questions such as “how do I pray” or “how do I have a relationship with Jesus”, give her simple answers.  Don’t be afraid to share a little of your personal walk with Jesus, but remember to say that it is your personal experience.

6. If you have problems or questions you can’t answer, get the help of your team leader.
